5. an up-to-date CV of the candidate, including a list of publications. No nomination w ill be considered w ithout these
items. All information should be sent in electronic form to the chairman of the jury, Wout Dullaert using a compressed
format (e.g. zip).
Since many PhD theses in OR are defended each year, the jury w ould like to remind supervisors that only
outstanding pieces of w ork have a reasonable chance of w inning the aw ard.

The jury may decide not to assign the prize if  no thesis reaches an adequate level of quality.
Aw ard: The prize consists of a certif icate and a rew ard of Euro 500.

The EthOR Aw ard is organised by the EURO Working Group on “Ethics and OR”, a netw ork that gathers scientists,
lecturers and professionals in the f ield of Operational Research w ho are committed to inspire OR researchers,
teachers, students, consultants and decision-makers to integrate ethical aspects and considerations in their OR
research, teaching, consultancy and decision-making.

The purpose of this aw ard is to distinguish outstanding w ork by OR researchers and practitioners promoting ethical
dimensions in OR-based studies. Our aim is to encourage in particular – but not exclusively – young researchers, as
members of the future generation of managers and decision-makers, in developing and implementing Operations
Research techniques for solving contemporary problems presenting ethical dimensions. Many f ields of application
may be considered like energy, environment, health care, peace studies, economics, corporate social responsibility,
f inance and others.

The aw ard nominee(s) w ill receive an off icial certif icate of excellence in developing OR techniques and/or
applications contributing to ethical decision-making and a rew ard of 500 Euro.

Eligibility conditions
To be eligible for the EthOR aw ard 2019 an abstract must be introduced and accepted for presentation in the f inal
programme of the stream OR & Ethics during the Euro30 conference in Dublin https://www.euro2019dublin.com/

Selection Process
The EWG Board w ill designate an EthOR Aw ard committee for evaluating the presentations made during the
conference. If  a member of this committee w ishes to present an abstract or is one of its co-authors, this
presentation is excluded from the competition. The accepted abstract admitted for the aw ard must be presented by
the author(s) present at the conference in Valencia. Presentations by video conference or by someone not being an
author of the accepted abstract w ill not be eligible.
The follow ing non-exhaustive aspects w ill be scrutinised by the committee:
1. Novelty and originality of the contribution.
2. Pertinence and applicability for solving contemporary issues w ith ethical dimensions.
3. Explicit references to the contributions to Ethics and OR
4. Quality and clarity of the presentation.
If  none of the presentation satisf ies those conditions the aw ard committee has sovereign rights in deciding not to
attribute the EthOR aw ard in 2018.
The nominee(s) w ill be announced by the aw ard committee chair during the last session of the stream on “Ethics
and OR”. The certif icate(s) and the rew ard of 500 Euro w ill then be handed over to the w inner(s) by the chair.
